Helpful Hints!! 
1.  *Breakfast: Breakfast will be served daily from 7:45am-8:15am sharp (Field trip days may effect 
these times– please check the Field Trip Flyer for additional information regarding field trip breakfast 
times). 
      *Lunch: Will be served from 11:00am-12:00pm.         
      *Snack: We will serve ONE snack during the camp day in the afternoon.  

All food items will be provided by CYS. NO outside food or drink is allowed in camp. 
*A full list of menu items can be found on our web site and posted at each facility.* 

 
2.  Sun Screen/Insect Repellent:: Provided by you! It must be fragrance free, paba free, and must contain 
an SPF of 15 or higher.  NO AEROSAL CANS OR PUMP BOTTLES PERMITTED!! PLEASE LABEL WITH YOUR 
CHILD’S FIRST AND LAST NAME AND GROUP NUMBER! Please place into a zip lock bag.  Parents must  fill out 
the proper  paperwork for sunscreen to be applied at camp. PLEASE APPLY SUNSCREEN TO YOUR CHILD BE-
FORE DROP OFF. Sunscreen cannot be shared amongst campers!   Please apply insect repellent before 
arriving to camp. 
 
4.  Swim Suits & Towels: Swimming will take place in the morning. Your child may wear their suit to 
camp and bring undergarments to change into after swim time is over. Bring a dry towel daily and take your 
wet towel home daily. Please bring a plastic bag to keep your wet towel and bathing suit in. (It is highly  
recommended to label towels with your  child’s first and last name.) 
 
5.  Frog Falls Facilities: Showers are available for youth to rinse off after pool time. The use of toiletries 
will not be permitted.   
 
6.  Footwear + Dress Code: Sneakers are required before and after pool time in order to  
participate in daily activities.  The dress code includes no obscene language on clothing, shirts and shoes must 
be worn at all times, and no inappropriate clothing (i.e. short shorts or revealing attire).   Should your child not 
have sneakers, parents will be notified to provide appropriate footwear. 
 
7.  Field Trips: Please wear your camp shirt and comfortable shoes (sneakers). Please see weekly agen-
das for special dress required for specific trips (i.e. socks).   Money will not be permitted on Field Trips for Jr. 
Camp.  Sr. Camp will be allowed to bring money but will only be able to purchase goods (no food al-
lowed). 
 
8.  Special Events: We offer two special events which include the Talent Show and the End of Summer 
BBQ.  The Talent Show is scheduled for Friday August 7th from 1:00-3:00 pm at the Teen Center Building 3228.  
There will be no formal dress rehearsal as groups continuously practice throughout the summer.  If your child 
is registered for the week of the Talent Show but you know they will not be present for it, please let their coun-
selors know ahead of time.  The End of Summer Camp BBQ will be held on Friday August 21st from 11:00 am-
3:30 pm.  Families are welcome to attend this event. 
 
9.  Cell Phones & Electronics (INCLUDES NINTENDO SWITCH): Not permitted for Jr. Camp.  May be per-
mitted for Sr. Camp during choice block ONLY (3:30-5:30 daily).   
 
10.  Personal Items: Should be left at home. (Toys, trading cards, etc.).  We are not responsible for lost 
or traded personal property. 
 
11. Visitors: Any persons other than parents of children enrolled in CYS is considered a  
special visitor and will need a background check performed prior to  visiting  any programmed  
activities.  
 
12. Drop Off & Pick Up: Parent must swipe/sign youth both in/out of care before departure.
